50/65/75-Mile horses must be 60
months old. Negative Coggins required at check-in. Maps will be available at Check in.

CAMPING: Please make camping reservations in advance, call H. Cooper Black 843-378-1555. Full
hookup sites and primitive sites are available. There are two bath facilities on the premises as well.
All campsites including primitive camping in the fields should be reserved in advance and paid directly
to H Cooper Black. Primitive camping in the fields or in primitive sites behind barn is very reasonable, call 843-
378-1555. CALL EARLY for full hookup sites and pipe corrals. There is also a barn and 2 clean bath houses,
dumpster for trash and a dump station. Please call 843-378-1555 for all camping, barn stalls or pipe corrals,

» If you have not paid in advance, then H Cooper Black rangers will collect your camping fee the day you
arrive.
» Clean your stalls, corrals, and campsites prior to leaving. There will be muck buckets available at all
corrals.

TRAILS: Great ride for barefoot horses. Trails are wooded, sandy roads and gentle rolling hills. Road
crossings have very little traffic. Trails are well maintained and well-marked with signs and colored markers on
trees. Each distance begins and ends in camp. Holds will be in camp.

AWARDS: Each rider will receive an entry prize at check in. Additional awards such as Best Condition, High
Vet Score, First to Finish Senior and Junior, Top Ten, and Turtle will also be awarded.

FOOD: Friday night Stew, Soup, and Salad Potluck. Bring your favorite stew, chili, soup, salad, side dish,
dessert, etc. to share. Coffee will be available via a Keurig in the club house all day. Volunteers will be fed all
meals and snacks Friday and Saturday.

Continue on US 1 until you get to Society
Hill Rd. Turn Right onto Society Hill Rd. and travel 3 Miles. Turn right onto H. Cooper Road for 1.3 Miles. Turn
left onto Sporting Dog Trail.
