Trail 

Trails are well maintained, being mostly wooded, consisting of dirt, sand and gravel footing. There are old logging roads 
with a mixture of easy, fast stretches, rolling slower areas, hill climbs and rocky sandstone sections. We HIGHLY 
recommend hoof protection so please shoe/pad or boot according to your horse's needs. 
 

Camp 
• Camp is a primitive grassy field just past the Bandy Creek complex 
• Most camping is in the right field, largest rigs are in the left field  
• Hydrant for horse or people water and bathrooms with running water 0.3 miles from camp  
• Port-a-johns will be on site 
• Bathhouses at the Bandy Creek Campground 0.8 miles from camp and can be used for a small fee
